Our Camp Kulin Kids Camp program gives kids the chance to have an American-style summer camp 
experience right here in the WA Wheatbelt. Our program has been presented across the world, and is widely 
acknowledged as being one of the leaders in its field, winning a number of awards including the National Award 
for Local Government, Premiers Award for Excellence in Public Sector Management and the Constable Care 

Child Safety Awards. 
 

The four night, five day program running during school holidays has been specially designed to teach 
leadership, trust, self esteem, perseverance and confidence while also providing lots and lots of fun! Campers 
are challenged through a series of activities, doing things they never thought possible and going home with a 

sense of accomplishment.

Located on the WA Wheatbelt, approximately 283km south east of Perth, Camp Kulin provides a unique experience 
for children and adults. The Shire of Kulin covers an area of 4,700 square kilometers, and encompasses the towns 
of Kulin, Pingaring, Dudinin, Jitarning and Holt Rock.  Our Camp Kulin program is highly sought after, and caters to 

children of all ages, adults, schools, corporate groups, sporting clubs, community groups and more. 
 

The Shire of Kulinôs facilities - including the Freebairn Recreation Centre, Kulin Pool & Waterslide (biggest in 
regional Australia - 18m high and 182m long), Kulin Retreat, Memorial Hall, Tin Horse Highway and the many 
natural attractions the area has to offer - make it the perfect place to run camp and activity programs.  

 
Camp Kulin runs year round, and consists of general camps open to any child in WA, regional camps, scholarship 
camps for those affected by childhood trauma (eg: domestic violence, sexual assault, refugees who have 

experienced war in their home countries), school camps, corporate camps and general programming for Wheatbelt 
children.  

 
While at camp, campers take part in up to 12 hours of activities each day, learning lots of essential life skills while 
having fun at the same time! In the past 12 months, campers from 184 towns across WA have attended our 

program. Transport is provided to and from Perth for all Perth metro camps.  
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One of the most important parts of Camp Kulin is our 

volunteer team, because without the volunteers, our program 
couldnôt run! Our volunteers are extremely diverse - they are 
from a range of ethnic backgrounds, they are aged 16-74, 
they have a wide range of interests, and they come from all 
states of Australia (and even overseas!) to take part in the 

program.  
 

Our Camp Kulin team, whilst all individuals and unique 
personalities, also have some things in common - they are 
ready for a challenge, they have a great sense of humour, 
and they want to make a difference in the life of a child. Many 
of them have spent summers at camps in America, and are 
incorporating what they have learnt into our program.  

 
The leadership team for each camp is carefully selected to ensure a cross section of ages and interests. Most have 
strong backgrounds of working with children, including teachers, social workers, youth workers and child care 
workers. Many of them hold special talents they are able to share with our campers during camp - such as 

dancing, elite sports, circus skills, playing musical instruments and lots more! 
 

All the Camp Kulin team undertake a training period before their time at camp. All camp counsellors over the age 
of 18 hold a Working With Children Check/Police Clearance. Many of our leadership team have won awards for 
their work with Camp Kulin, including the Future Leaders Helen Handbury Leadership Award, Curtin University 

Equity and Diversity Leadership Award and the Premierôs Active Citizenship Award.  
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Tanya has spent the past 14 years running camp and youth activity programs for at risk 
children in Australia, America, South Africa and Vietnam. She is one of the leaders in her 
field, and her programs have been recognised at State, National and International level. 

 
Tanya has worked with over 130,000 children across the world. She is the founder of the 
Dance 4 Africa and Kwinana Childrenôs Choir programs, developed the Koorliny Arts Centre 
Boys & Girls Clubs, and in 2009 became the youngest female Councillor ever elected to the 
City of Kwinana Council. She was GM/CEO of charity Global Good Foundation for 2 years, 
leading large scale program expansion. She has travelled to 24 countries, and attends 

numerous events as a motivational/keynote speaker. 
 

Tanya was the recipient of the 2012 WA Department for Child Protection Churchill 
Fellowship via the Winston Churchill Memorial Trust, which allowed her to spend six weeks in America in 2013, 
researching programs aimed at stopping the generational cycle of domestic violence and related factors, working 
with industry leaders, and presenting the Camp Kulin program in Denver, Chicago, Philadelphia, New York and 

New Hampshire. 
 

She founded Camp Kulin in 2013. The program has now grown to include general and scholarship camps for 
children from over 183 towns across WA, a leadership development program involving over 200 volunteers, 
corporate and school camps and mental health support/mentoring programs in three schools. Camp Kulin has 
received a number of awards including the Premierôs Award for Excellence in Public Sector Management and the 

National Awards for Local Government. 
 

Tanya is the current RIRDC Western Australian Rural Woman of the Year and has won the Constable Care Child 
Safety Awards (Overall Winner & WA Child Safety Employee categories), Premierôs Active Citizenship Award, WA 
Childrenôs Awards, Act-Belong-Commit Awards, City of Kwinana Citizen of the Year, Martin Waudby Leadership 
Award and the Australia Council for the Arts SPARK Mentorship. She was named on the Power 30 Under 30 list 
for Australia by the Apex Society in America for worldwide contribution to community service and awarded the 
Rotary Youth Leadership Award. She was a state finalist for Telstra Business Womenôs Awards and national 
finalist for the NAB Womenôs Leadership Awards. Tanya was named as one of Australiaôs 100 most influential 
women by the Australian Financial Review and Westpac and has been listed on the Australian Associated Press 

Whoôs Who of Australian Women list for the past two years.
